1. Ratifications of Last Meeting’s Minutes

3. Action List Recap

Everyone present ticked off what had been done.

4. Picking an Alternative Musical

4.1 HAIR is everyone on Committee’s first choice for a backup musical – it has a large cast, 4 male leads and 4 females, and a large chorus.
4.2 It has a big name, so will sell well.
4.3 It is quite lively and upbeat so will be fun for the cast!
4.4 There is a slight issue in that two of the songs clearly indicate a mixed race cast, and would require some black cast members.
4.5 We all agreed that HAIR is still our best option, and that the race issue can be dealt with by the director.
4.6 JENNI has already been in touch with MusicScope about acquiring rights, and they neither confirmed nor denied the rights were available, but asked us to fill in a form and send it to them, including the dates we wish to perform. We’re thinking this sounds good!
4.7 JENNI will go ahead and continue the rights acquisition process, and will fill out all documentation required and return it to MusicScope.
5. Picking the Panto

5.1 MAEVE thinks the script she has found, Once Upon a Time, would be a great choice for this year’s Panto, as it has a lot of different roles, makes room for a lot of incoming first years as well as current DCU Drama members, and combines several well-known Pantomimes
5.2 MAEVE has a few ideas for the script, including writing in Lady Gaga and the Twilight craze.
5.3 All Committee members agreed this would be a good Panto to do.
5.4 MAEVE will order the script from Lazy Bee so that work can begin on it ASAP.
6. Broadway

6.1 We need to book accommodation. We have the booking form, which needs to be scanned and sent off. CONOR T, SINEAD or MAEVE (2 of them!) need to go to the bank to sort out the transfer. This will be done on Monday/Tuesday.
6.2 We can then scan the form and send it off to confirm.
6.3 JENNI will get on to Best of Broadway again to confirm when we can book show tickets.
7. Happy Families – Interviews

7.1 SINEAD wants to get the interviews for Happy Families MD, Director and Producer over with ASAP. Her, CIAN and CONOR T. will be the interview panel. They will try to get them done Monday.
7.2 Doireann Wylde, Wally and Victor will be interviewed for MD, Director, and Producer.
8. Orientation Week/Clubs & Socs Days

8.1 BLAITHIN must start making posters and for the Society for Orientation Week. She must also make a banner for the Society stand.
8.2 We will have 2 stands on Clubs and Socs day, one inside the Venue and one outside. At the main stand, we will have a projection or a laptop playing the last 2 years’ end of year videos on a loop. SINEAD and MAEVE will arrange this, they have to get this year’s video from CONOR L.
8.3 JENNI has been in touch with Claire Bohan, who would like DCU Drama to perform at the Orientation Lectures at the Helix, as usual. We decided the Avenue Q performance is a bit tired, so we should perform something new. We can showcase what the society did last year by performing RENT – Seasons of Love would be easiest. 
8.4 The Committee will join in for this.
8.5 SINEAD will email John or Barry to help rehearse.
8.6 For the campus stop-off tour, SINEAD will choreograph a cheesy Grease routine featuring the whole Committee.
8.7 She will email out seeking interest from the Society.
8.8 We will start rehearsal for this next week.
9. EGM

9.1 DCU Drama’s EGM will take place on Monday, October 12th – Week 3. This is the Monday after Clubs & Socs Days.
9.2 We’ll have to propose the new Constitution updates at the EGM. We’ll send out an Announce a few days before, and ask that people read it thoroughly. We will enforce a time limit on discussion!
9.3 We’ll invite everyone to the Slipper or the Bar after (depending on the status of the bar at that stage!)
9.4 We will send around area of interest lists at the EGM.
10. Workshops

10.1 Ciaran Grey has been booked for the Wednesday of Orientation Week. 
10.2 We will run our own workshops on the Tuesday and Thursday. All Committee must make an effort to be there.
10.3 Eadaoin Kelly is available to run singing lessons on Tuesdays. As these will be done on an individual basis, they won’t affect our own workshops. She will charge 20 euro per lesson, 5 of which can be paid be the SPC. We can charge this on a per-semester basis, to deter people from dropping out halfway through the semester.
10.4 In Week 1, we will have our Tech Workshop for Committee (as BASH is on). There will also be a workshop run for the participants of the Enjoy.Feel.Freedom.Experiment festival.
10.5 In week 2, which will be Clubs and Socs week, we will run an Introduction to DCU Drama workshop (similar to the ones run in Orientation Week).
10.6 We will run an Audition Workshop prior to the auditions in Week 3. – WHO WILL RUN THIS WORKSHOP?
10.7 In week 4, we will a tech workshop for our members.
10.8 In week 5, we will run a Basic Ballet for Musical Theatre workshop. SINEAD will take this workshop.
10.9 In week 6, there will be a Play in a Day workshop in preparation for the LOAFS the next day.
10.10 In week 7, we will have Donna Reidy’s day-long workshop. CHRISTINE must confirm her availability for that week. (10th November)
10.11 There will be no workshop in Week 8 due to the Clubs & Socs Ball.
10.12 There will be no workshop in Week 9 due to the EFFE Festival taking place all week.
10.13 There will be a Set Making Workshop in Week 10 to help with the Panto set. 
10.14 There will be no further workshops in Semester 1 due to Panto and finishing college.
10.15 Emma Haugh’s Form Theatre workshop and SINEAD’s Movement workshop will take place in Semester 2.
10.16 JOANNE must block-book the Interfaith Centre for 6pm every Tuesday, and get in touch with all contacts.

11.1 SINÉAD has booked The Space for BASH for Week 1. BLAITHIN must begin making posters and fliers for BASH immediately to make sure they are up by the start of Orientation Week, along with the general Society and Workshop posters. The details are: Bash: Latterday Plays. The Space – The Helix. 8pm Tuesday Sept 29th and Thurs Oct 1st. Tickets 10 euro – mention ISDA awards for Best Actress and Best Director!
11.2 JOANNE must book venues for every Tuesday at 6pm – as well as the Wednesday and Thursday of Orientation Week, and the Wednesday of Week 1 (for EFFE workshop).
11.3 SINEAD must book CG12 for 6pm on Monday October 12th for the EGM, and CG01-04 for Tuesday and Wednesday (Oct 13&14), for LOAFS and Happy Families auditions.
11.4 SINEAD must book CG01 and CG03 for Stars and Panto auditions on Wednesday and Thursday Oct 21st and 22nd. (Week 4)
11.5 SINEAD must book The Venue for Weds Nov 4 (Week 6) for the LOAFS.
11.6 SINEAD must book The Venue for Weds and Thurs, Nov 18 and 19 (Week 8) for Happy Families.
11.7 SINEAD must keep in touch with JENNI, JOANNE and Sean Kennedy re: venues for the EFFE Festival, as they are as yet unconfirmed.
11.8 SINEAD must book the Venue for Wednesday Dec 2nd, for Stars. (Week 10)
11.9 SINEAD must book the Venue for Tues-Thurs Dec 8-10 (Week 11) for Panto.
11.10 SINEAD will book The Space for My First Time, which will take place in SHAG week (Week 2 of Semester 2).
