5. Musical Alternatives

    5.1    MAEVE advises that everybody look at Samuel French for ideas, as Weinberger's list is just for their own musicals. Samuel French will offer a wider range of choices, should the rights to Spring Awakening not be available.

    5.2    The Committee has no planned alternatives at this time.

6. The Constitution

    6.1 We cannot look at the Constitution until SINEAD and CIAN are present and we have quorum.

7. Panto Script

    7.1 MAEVE found a script on Lazy Bee that her and BLAITHIN are looking at, called Once Upon A Time. The rest of the Committee have been asked to read over the premise and see what they think.

    7.2 JOANNE would like to get involved in the script re-write as well.

8. Broadway

8.1 We are booking Broadway before the next meeting. We are booking 30 places, and may add more if the SPC allow us.

8.2  JENNI and MAEVE suggested a repeat of last year’s format of one old musical, one new musical and a play.

8.3 MAEVE suggested Hair as an old musical, Next to Normal, a new musical dealing with the treatment of depression, and Brighton Beach Memoirs, a play dealing with similar subject matter to Spring Awakening. 

8.4 All committee members must look up other shows as possibilities for the Broadway trip.

8.5 MAEVE suggested that the meal on the first night be made optional, so that people can go to see shows where there is no matinee available. JENNI and CONOR believed it was never compulsory and agreed it should be optional.

8.6 JENNI will get on to Aer Lingus and some other airlines for a quote.

8.7 We will book the flights before the next meeting and discuss accommodation at the next meeting.

9. Scrapbook
