(1) Workshops for forthcoming year.

Having touched on the notion of beginning workshops in secondary schools during the 2005/2006 academic year, Shane stated he had been in contact with three schools in Skerries alone who would be interested in taking part. It was agreed that there should be no fee enforced upon the schools taking part although Drama could perhaps mention to the said schools that a donation of some sort to DCU DRAMA would be greatly appreciated.

We agreed that a workshop every two weeks would be sufficient and that these workshops might not just be centred around acting but also some technical workshops should be showcased. It was generally agreed that us going to them to perform these workshops would be a better idea as it would keep the schools “on-side” and keeping their expenses to a minimum. However, the idea of certain weekend workshops involving two or three schools together was brought up with Bob mentioning that Martin French might be a good contact to have if this is to happen.

Possible schools that might be willing to take part, excluding the schools already contacted by Shane included St. Aidan’s on Collin’s Avenue, Dave’s former P.O.W detention centre in Skerries and Joe Kavamagh’s ‘auld stomping ground in Ashbourne. Ballymun Community School was also brought up…(shudder)

It was agreed that at least two DRAMA members must be at every workshop and that “subs” might be lined up in case certain DCU drama members are unable to attend.

Also, questions were raised regarding Drama involvement in Art’s Week next year. It was agreed that Drama should make it entirely a “Drama Week” or alternatively join with the other big societies and run it together, holding an equal share in its organisation.
