I am writing in response to a letter printed in last month’s edition of The College View regarding the issue of postering in the Hub. A number of false accusations were made in this letter, which I wish to address.

I would like to state categorically that DCU Drama has never pulled down or postered over any other clubs or societies’ posters in the Hub. We have frequently been on the receiving end of such action but have never considered it beneficial to anyone to reciprocate.

The drama society has always complied with the Hub rules for postering, including always having posters stamped and never exceeding the limit of the number of posters per notice board.
Yes, we also have our own poster boards stationed in the Hub but these are not breaking any Hub rules and do not prevent any other clubs or societies from doing the same, as proven by Style Soc who also station poster boards in the Hub. I fail to see how this can be regarded as bullying tactics towards smaller societies, when they have every opportunity to do likewise if they so wish.
I confess myself to have been extremely disappointed when I read the accusations levelled against Drama in the letter in question and I would advise its writer to be sure of all the relevant facts before pointing the finger of blame.
