A provisional list of DCU Drama events 
2006-2007
· One Act Plays – there will be an internal festival for DCU’s budding young producers, directors and writers in the form of One Act plays. The winning plays will go on to the One Act Wonder Festival (a competition between various colleges). DCU did extremely well in this endeavour last year, with two of our one act plays winning awards at the Festival.
· The Pantomime – (December) our Christmas panto is one of DCU Drama’s best loved events, with an all Fresher cast and crew involved in last year’s production. The show, Babez in Da Hood, played in the DCU Venue to large audiences at all four performances. 

· Serious Dramatic Productions – DCU Drama plans to put on two serious plays next season. Last year the plays were Arthur Miller’s All My Sons, which won Best Supporting Actor at the prestigious Irish Student Drama Awards, and My Mother Said I Never Should. Both were very well received by both DCU Students and theatre-goers alike. 

· Classical Piece – Every year DCU Drama stages a classic or Shakespearean play, usually in the Helix! Last year the Merchant of Venice featured, while the year before it was Macbeth. These productions do well with audiences, and especially with students in secondary schools studying Shakespeare. 

· The Musical – The biggest and most spectacular production in the DCU Drama calendar, the Musical usually takes place in the spring. Due to the size of the cast (30 or more), the need for orchestration, and three professional directors, the Musical requires the most work, and therefore the most monetary support. Last year, Guys and Dolls took the DCU Venue stage and left audiences talking! The year before, Sweet Charity played to rave reviews. Next year’s musical is sure to make waves both on and off campus.

· Rocky Horror Picture Show – Each year DCU Drama dedicates one night to the craze that is Rocky Horror. Our members come out in droves to a viewing of the film, complete with goodie bags and a Halloween Ball to follow. The event is extremely popular.

· Stars in Your Eyes – A night when DCU students truly shine! Taking direction from the original Stars in Your Eyes format, this event invites students to audition and appear as their favourite stars. Last year’s event saw ABBA, Elvis, the Spice Girls and the Blues Brothers entertaining the crowd. It promises to be just as exciting next year.

New Events:

· Intervarsity Masquerade Ball – DCU Drama are especially excited about the addition of this event to the calendar. · 20th Anniversary – this year happens to be DCU Drama’s 20th Anniversary, and we plan to celebrate in true style. Although the specifics have not been planned as of yet, the event promises to be a campus-wide effort with more than one performance in the Helix.
