Set:
On advisement, we have not applied for a set on this years grant application. In the past there has been a serious lack of storage available, which has meant that much of our set has been disposed of. 

At the moment we are in somewhat of a crisis situation. Without a set, many of our planned productions, in particular the musical (last year’s “Best Event”) and the pantomime are in jeopardy. 

We have put a lot of thought into how to rectify this situation and have come up with several possible ideas (see below). At present, we are simply putting these ideas forward for consideration. Once we have the SPC’s opinion on this issue, we will be able to apply for funding at a later date.
(i) Projector Screen

This is the most expensive option, but one that would benefit the whole university. The plan would be to get a free standing screen with light-weight aluminium frame. These screens fold away for easy storage. Images can be back-projected onto the screen, providing us with a backdrop for all our shows. If such a screen and projector system was purchased for The Venue, it could be used by all societies for a wide range of events. In addition, the system could be used by the SU for their events.
The screen that has been recommended to us for this purpose is the MONOBLOX 64. This product is available from Harkness Screens at

We would also need to purchase a projector. Again, we have not included three quotes as we just want to see whether the idea would be feasible and are not applying for funding at this stage. Quotes below from www.superwarehouse.com

(ii) Cloth Backdrops

Another option would be to buy cloth backdrops. These would hang at the back of the stage and would provide a basis for our scenes. We would easily be able to add to the set with smaller props. The advantage of a cloth backdrop rather than a wooden or metal set would be that it could be easily folded and stored without taking up much space.

We have researched the cost of both buying and renting cloth backdrops. The best option seems to be to buy them from a company such as Backdrops.us. See www.backdrops.us
Most of the companies who rent out the cloths charge as much, if not more than this company.

The backcloths are available in a range of sizes, which would suit the various venues in which we hold our shows. They come in thousands of designs and images. Initially, we would have to purchase several backdrops a year but these could be used again and again for future shows.

The speakers and microphones can also be used in The Venue, as the equipment there is in substandard condition. In the past, we have had to bring in speakers and microphones for various productions at great expense to our society.
We feel that this equipment will serve as a great asset as it removes both the hassle and the cost of renting speakers in many situations. Overall, the cost of purchasing the equipment is outweighed by the money saved in not having to hire in equipment.
