Matinee: why is it on Tuesday? No adults will go and there’ll be a lack of students there too because there’s college Tuesday evening. So move the matinee to the Wednesday that way you’ll have more students going.
Sponsorship: You really need more sponsorship because this is such an expensive event.
You really need to cut your expenses. 

Musicians*** - Is there anyway this can be reduced, why are 2 musicians getting paid €10 more per night? “Due to the lack of time with the show, we gave been forced to hire in semi-professional musicians for the show” 

DO NOT SAY THIS. It’s not true, this musical has been coming together since before Christmas. And even if it wasn’t this is an annual event and it looks like you’ve been lazy in organizing the thing which is not the impression that is needed
Light and sound – didn’t we say that the most you should be spending is €1700? And that was the expensive side. And that €1500 was a more acceptable quote, so where did €2,000 come from? Its far too expensive, I don’t care who got the quote but its totally unrealistic and a new quote needs to be found. I have the number of the guy who did the sound for the society’s ball if you need it.
Copy of scores – this should have been done in the clubs and soc’s office and all you should be looking for is about €50 for binding them and there is no way that you will get the €300!!
Rights. Can increase this a little, because it is very low to do  it you can add in the after show part because otherwise you wont get funding for it.
Costumes and Props. This is a little but high but expected however a breakdown of all the costumes and props needed needs to be detailed out in the grant app or you wont get it

Ticket Prices needed to be reset otherwise the society are going to be bankrupt!! Tickets should be €8 for students and €13.00 for adults. Reduced to €7 and €12. This would generate €6105 instead of €5420 so an extra €600
If this is not done the society will be bankrupted and disbanded. Extra cash needs to be generated.
Paint: the old flats need to be painted, and that cost hasn’t been included. Also we talked about putting a curtain rail on the back and that cost isn’t included either. 
Curtain: Also Elaine mentioned that you needed a curtain because of the new design, why isn’t that in the budget. And it has to go under the musical as it is revenue expenditure not capital.
Program: What are the costs for it, what revenue is it going to generate? This needs to go to print by TOMORROW,

Has anyone even started writing blurbs? 

If not its highly unlikely that there’s going to be a program as everyone pisses about. 

Have photo’s of the cast been taken? 

Also is there a layout? Or is it all going to be thrown together. 
Campus print will be the only place that you can get them done, I heard rumors that you want to use speacility print. They take 4-5 working days so its not possible at all.
This is the producers responsibility and should have been sorted ages ago.
On a side note have you contacted buildings about getting a permit for the guy to work on campus, as he is not allowed to unless this is sorted.
