DCU Drama Minutes

· Broadway Update: Flights are fine at the moment. Pauric has talked to Aer Lingus and we should get a discount. We have a slight problem in regards to accommodation, the place where we normally stay appears to be booked out for the dates we want to go, Pauric is at the moment looking for a suitable replacement. Alan McHale is helping by taking over the responsibility of looking after the tickets to the show, for which we a re extremely grateful.
· We discussed how we would decide who would go to Broadway. Alan Keegan suggest that we don’t do it at the AGM rather the first 31st to get to the Clubs and Soc’s Office the next day would get the tickets. We decide that would be impractical. Pauric suggest that we have a first year hat but Connor suggests that this may be impractical and complicated. We finally agree that we would pick everyone’s name from the same hat and everyone would have a fair chance. To stop people from just throwing their name in Willy nilly Fiona suggest we only allow people who have the 200 Euro on them enter the draw. We all agree that is a good idea.

· Lyndsay McGregor had got in contact with Pauric with a possible idea for our calendar. She suggested a Broadway Tribute Show which would feature a number of acts, songs and dances from various Broadway shows. Pauric suggest that it is quite similar to the variety show and we probably wouldn’t be able to run two such shows together. It would also mean that people who hadn’t an interest in Broadway couldn’t get involved. Alan Keegan suggest that it might take away from the musical and we might get in trouble for using songs from a show we don’t have the right to. We agree that we probably won’t do such an event. Pauric will get back to Lyndsay, thank but tell her we probably won’t go through with the idea this year.

· Pauric was contacted by Catherine Carr, she is interested to directing the Shakespeare piece this year. The show she wishes to do is Romeo and Juliet. We agree that she would be a good candidate and are happy for her to take it on.

· In regards to the helix. The dates are provisionally booked. The same as last year. We will just have to wait until we sign the agreement. Everything is fine on that front; Pauric is in contact with them on a semi – regular basis.
· We talk about the capital equipment we might apply for next year, Alan Keegan has earmarked a pair of speakers and lighting desk. We will probably not get the lighting desk but we may as well apply for them.

· Panto Panto Panto: we talk about possible shows for the panto. Three muskets and Aladdin are the most likely. Connor says that Aladdin 6 is very good on lazy bee side scripts.

· In regards to the workshops in sentry, Pauric contacted them but they have as yet not got back to him. He did leave it a wee bit late getting back to them so will contact them again to see what the happy hap is.

· In regards to workshops in general, Yvonne Keane says she has made contact with some people i.e. Simon Delaney, storytellers. Pauric suggest that she makes definite bookings so we have people in for our Tuesday night spot, so we know the ones we have to cover ourselves. We still are unsure about Play in a Day and how it would work.
· Fiona then tells the committee how sponsorship is going. She says that she has received 200 Euro from a hairdresser place, from AIB we have definitely secured 1000 Euro for the Panto (which we will probably use for the musical) and they are possible interested in giving us for 5000 Euro for a year long sponsorship. At present sponsorship is going very well and we have hit the end of summer targets we have set our self’s.

· Alan Keegan informs us that we have two bills to pay for last year’s musical. One for the long poster that we hung in the helix which is around 70 Euro and another one 110 Euro for the defacing of scripts, which were used by the musicians. At present we can’t pay these as we haven’t sorted out the new cheque book out. Alan says he will take care of contacting them.

· In regards to Eoin O’Callaghan directing, he hasn’t got back to Alan who sent him an email. We know he got the email as Lyndsay Fay was pumping Alan McHale for information at a recent party. It would appear that he isn’t interested, but it would have been nice if he had gotten back to us. We all agreed that we would probably turn to a professional director and Connor and Yvonne will compile a shortlist of possible directors.
· In regards to producers; Stephen and Marko, will probably not be able to do it as they are on intra. At present Laura Moore is the only person who has put their name forward. Now with out sounding unfair, I wonder whether this might be a little to much for her to take on since she has very little DCU Drama experience either on an acting, directing, producing side of things. Alan Keegan will get back to her saying we are glad that she applied but we are still looking at our options but we will let her know by September. I will be sending out an email to our membership as of the 16th of august with a general appeal for anyone interested in directing writing or producing shows and hopefully that will spark some interest.

· In regards to the musical itself we have created a shortlist that we will decide from; Fame, the Wiz, Westside Story. Our fall back options will be; The Mikado, Footloose, Back to the Eighties. I will check for the prices and availability of these shows. When we get producers, we will choose the shows with them.

· We have decided that we would have a musical director, who will take care of both sing and the band so there will be harmony (literally) between the two. Possible names suggested by Alan Keegan are; Louise Fox, Olgen Reynolds and Michael Fay.

· In regards to the choreographer, I suggested we could get Aisling O’ Flagahan in. We know that she can do a fantastic job, understands the fun aspect of drama and would probably do it cheaply. Alternatively we would turn to our membership.
· In regards to the website, we all think that Connor’s new colour design is very good. Pauric asks him if he can put new photo’s in the flashing title box, get our calendar up for the year, gets the new video and dada award winners up. Also if he could put up the constituent .Pauric and Yvonne are to send on their short piece on the committee page.

I think that’s every thing, we had a very productive meeting. Our next meeting is in four weeks, the seventh of September in Fiona’s house at 7:15pm.We have five weeks until orientation week so you should be hearing from me during the next few weeks.
