Producer welcome and Q&As:
- welcome to Olena, our producer for Fame
- what is the budget for the musical?
- musical will cost about €20,000

- SPC granted us €5,400, woo!

- Jenni to send Olena the budget from last year
- the musical normally makes a loss, depending on ticket sales

- rights: €600 deposit, which we get back, and they take 15% of ticket sales

- £250 for rental of the scores for three months, £50 for each additional month

- can we get copyright for the artwork?

- if we don’t pay for it and use anything that looks remotely like the official artwork we will get sued

- Fiona to include the artwork in the application she’s sending off

- what about cheques and stuff?

- Olena will organise invoices and get them sent to Drama

- we’re not sure what’s happening with the set yet as the SPC are still debating but we will let Olena know as soon as we know

- the venue is €4,500 for the week, which is pretty good as professionals are charged that per night

- capacity: 450

- the dates: Monday 31st March to Thursday 3rd April

- the Casino Ball is happening the Tuesday of the musical

- maybe we could work out a concession with the SU, if people have a ticket to Fame they can get into the Ball for cheaper

- putting on four shows, Monday to Thursday?

- Friday and Saturday are out
- we will definitely do four shows

- last year we did five!

- only one day for get-in really

- but will the Helix let us get in on the Sunday?
- if we don’t have a set get-in will be pretty easy

- last year we didn’t have a Monday show, but we had two matinee shows

- as regards tech, we have mics, and the Helix have most of the lighting we need

- we have to pay for Helix tech
- last year it cost €2,700 but Jay doesn’t work for Sound Systems anymore so that may impact on prices for us

- Olena wants the production team together as soon as possible, hopefully before the Christmas break so that things can get started straightaway after Christmas
- who’s on the production team: director, musical director, choreographer, lighting technician, sound technician, costumes, make up, stage manager, set designer, props person
- MD will organise the pit orchestra

- lighting and sound technicians will organise their own tech teams

- there will be a chain of command

- most of these could be students

- can’t pay students so hopefully most of the orchestra will be students too

- it’s a music-heavy show

- we could get in touch with Music Soc
- costumes will be easy enough to sort out but still need a costumes person to tell the cast that this is what they need to get
- Pauric says he can find all these people and bring their names to Olena
- the committee can help to find a professional director

- possibilities for MD: Michael Fay or Olga Reynolds

- also need a rehearsal pianist, or just get the MD to do it
- MD should be able to coach the singing and conduct the show

- maybe offer €1000 to €1500 to the MD
- advertising: the Helix advertises in their brochure

- could try the local papers and maybe City Channel again as well

- set up a Bebo page for Fame

- how could we sell Fame?

- can’t really do it for charity because we usually make a loss

- tickets: €10 for students, €15 for adults
- Olena thinks that we might be able to get other drama societies to come to our show and then we can go to one of theirs

- Megan to feel this out with the other Dublin colleges

Broadway update:
- Pauric and Jenni have been trying to book flights for the past few days
- SPC credit card has been maxed out and not paid off yet

- flights are costing about €17,000 or €18,000

- Pauric and Jenni to try and sort it out

- deposit on flights is first priority

- then deposit on accommodation

- then booking the shows

- looking for balance of everyone’s Broadway money (€300) by Friday of Week 6
